Things to know about your
Pilgrimage

HOTELS: All hotels are with private bath or shower. Rates
based on double-occupancy

LUGGAGE: Porterage and handling of two pieces of luggage
are included. On airline flights for Economy Class
passengers, baggage allowance is according to size and
weight. Maximum baggage allowance is two checked bags,
one carry-on bag and one accessory bag (handbag, camera,
laptop, etc.). The dimension for each bag is determined by
length plus width plus height. The combined total
dimensions of the two checked bags may not to exceed
107”, and each checked bag may not exceed 62” total. Each
bag must weigh less than 50 pounds. The one carry-on bag
may not exceed 22” x 15” x 8” and not weigh more than 18
pounds.

AIRLINE / LAND MEAL SERVICE: In-flight meals are
according to the custom of the airline involved and may
cause a missed meal service enroute for which no
responsibility can be accepted. During land tour, special
dietary meals can be requested but cannot be guaranteed.

INSURANCE: Please consider taking the travel insurance—
information from Travelex Insurance Services will be sent to
you upon registration. Insurance is obtained directly from
the insurance company. You may decline it, but we would
like to stress that the insurance package is comprehensive
and purchased by most travelers for protection against
cancellation penalties. Review your tour enrollment form for
cancellation deadlines & penalties.

EXTRA COSTS: Items not mentioned as being included,
beverages and meals other than those mentioned, laundry
or dry cleaning and items of a personal nature are at the full
expense of tour members.

Day 5 Thu Aug 18: WYD. This morning, we
participate in Catechesis sessions & Eucharisty.
Afternoon arrival and welcome of the Holy
Father at Plaza de Castilla and traveling through
Calle Alcald, Puerta de Alcal3, Cibeles,
Recoletos, Castellana to Plaza de Castilla (to be
determined.) We join the Youth Festival in the
evening.

Day 6 Fri Aug 19: WYD. Catechesis, Eucharisty
or Sectorial meetings in the morning: Families,
youth, seminarians, religious, contemplative
life, caritas, solidarity, culture of life. Following
this, we take part in the Forgiveness Festivity.

After morning
prayers, we participate in the closing Eucharisty
and Angelus. Announcement of the next World
Youth Day by the Holy Father. Afternoon is at
leisure for pursuits on our own.

Day 9 Mon, Aug 22: MADRID - ZARAGOZA -
LOURDES. After breakfast, we depart for
Lourdes via Zaragoza which was founded by the
Romans and is the #1 Marian shrine of Spain -
the Pilar Basilica - which commemorates
apparitions of Our Lady the Pilar to St. James in
40 AD. Upon arrival in Lourdes, we check in to
our hotel and have dinner. Following dinner, we
have the option of participating in the Torch
Light Procession.

Day 10 Tue, Aug 23: LOURDES. This morning,
we begin with a private Mass at the Grotto.
Then our walking tour takes us to Boly Mill, the
birthplace of St. Bernadette, the Cachot, the
former jail, where she lived during the
apparitions and the local parish church. The
afternoon is free for personal devotions to Our
Lady of Lourdes including, and for those who
wish, the legendary healing waters of the
miraculous Lourdes spring. Tonight, following
dinner, we have the option of participating in
the Torch Light Procession.

Day 11 Wed, Aug 24: LOURDES. This morning,
we visit the underground basilica of Pius X
followed by a visit to the barters, the farm
where St. Bernadette was nursed. Return to
Lourdes with the afternoon at leisure. Tonight,
following dinner, we have the option of
participating in the Torch Light Procession.

Day 12 Thu, Aug 25: LOURDES - TOULOUSE -
ALBUQUERQUE. Transfer to the airport for our
flight home—the end of our Pilgrimage to
World Youth Day 2011
